And this is the way it has been for as long as there has been capitalism, there has been this problem.  When the newspapers, radio stations, TV networks and most internet news sites owned by corporations it is they, the ruling rich, who decide what you get to hear about, and what spin it’s going to get.

But fortunately there is an alterative – Socialist Action newspaper.  While we may not have the resources of a Rupert Murdoch or a Ted Turner, we do have the power of our ideas, the commitment to get them in print and in the hands of as many workers, activists and students as possible.

Socialist Action is a national monthly newspaper that was founded back in 1983.  Since they more than half a million copies of this dynamic working class paper have found their ways into workers’ mailboxes and into the hands of activists and other at countless demonstrations, street corners and plant gates.

Unlike the corporate media, Socialist Action is an unabashedly working class newspaper.  We don’t get, nor would we accept, big business advertising, or any other support from the ruling rich.
